Dear Parent/Guardian:

Boston Public Schools Curriculum and Instruction for the Arts Department supports standards-based instrumental music instruction.  Highly qualified teachers provide both individual and group music instruction for BPS students during the school day.   In addition to good teaching, music mastery requires student motivation, disciplined practice, and parent engagement.

Boston Public Schools has woodwind, brass, percussion and string instruments available through the Instrument Rental/Maintenance Warehouse.  The instrument rental/maintenance fee is $40.00 per school year.  Also, VH-1 Save The Music instruments are loaned to a number of schools to assist the growth of instrumental music in BPS.   The VH-1 $40.00 deposit for instrument maintenance will be refunded if the instrument is returned in excellent condition. 
Guidelines for Instrument Rental:

· Rental/Maintenance Fee of $40.00 must be paid in the form of a MONEY ORDER made payable to:  Boston Public Schools. 

· In order to collect your VH-1 deposit from the agency which issued the money order, you MUST retain the money order stub.
· Parent/Guardian of an instrument student is responsible for the instruments care and maintenance throughout the school year rental period

· It is suggested that parents include the instrument on their home or rental insurance policy

· In the event of lost or damaged instruments, the parent/guardians responsible for the cost of repair or replacement.

· An instrument may be recalled AT ANY TIME for:

· Inadequate class participation or home practice,

· Consistent failure to bring the instrument to school,

· Unpaid rental fee, or

· Abuse of the instrument.

Parent/Guardian permission is required for student participation in the BPS instrumental music instruction program.  Please fill out the attached Agreement and return it to your son/daughter’s school along with a $40.00 money order.  Your school’s music teacher will process the request.

Your support and supervision will enhance the specialized music instruction received by your son/daughter.   Daily practice is essential for solid progress.

We commend you for your commitment to instrumental music education and we hope your family enjoys many years of joyful music making.
