BD – mirror the commissioner’s goals: 21st century stuident with creative and critical thinking; arts in education/integration; technology in the arts; assessment in the arts (standard based arts report card)
SN – Institute to train arts teachers to engage in Action Research in their classrooms.

6/8 To support the collection of best practices in arts education in MA, ESE could  provide training for arts teachers who wish to become engaged in ACTION RESEARCH so that their own best practices could be reported and utilized more convincingly as exemplars in a data-driven environment.

Establishment of an ONLINE JOURNAL hosted by ESE to contain results of action research by fine arts teachers and to facilitate wide dissemination of best practices would be compelling.

Regional provision by the ESE of professional development for arts educators relative to curriculum, instruction, arts integration, authentic assessment, 21st century skills, et. al., would be ideal.

Use of not only current practitioners but also RETIRED arts teachers as direct-service mentors/clinicians would be powerful.
